RPL recognises skills and knowledge that you've acquired
through informal learning. This may include workshops,
training events, voluntary work or on the job.

The RPL process involves an assessment of knowledge,
skills and experience. Your skills will be assessed
against industry standards by an RPL Assessor after
your application and your supporting evidence has
been submitted and processed.

OPPORTUNITIES FOR
HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS

If you're in high school, CQUniversity provides
opportunities for you to study Vocational Education
and Training (VET) or higher education units while still
at school, meaning you may be able to graduate from
CQUniversity earlier.
